At Port Melbourne, Armstrong dived into twelve feet of water with his clothes on to perform the 
rescue in May 1927 and where another Cub when entering the water at the beach, got into trouble 
and was safely brought to shore. A powerful undertow was running at the time. The Governor, Lord 
Somers paid a high tribute to the Boy Scout Movement for the instruction it gave boys in caring for 
themselves and others and for the high ideals of responsibility embodied in that most elusive quality, 
the Scout spirit.

After a short absence, James returned to find his brother Neville hanging from a rope over a 
rafter in a garage. An overturned two-gallon drum was nearby. James at once used mouth-to-mouth 
resuscitation and continued his efforts toward revival. All efforts, however, were in vain. At the inquest, 
the coroner spoke in terms of the highest commendation of James' effort to save his brother's life.

Connor demonstrated how he lives by the 'Scout Law and Promise'. On 20th December 2006 Connor 
was walking home from the bus stop about one kilometre from his home on a back country road in 
rural Victoria with his younger sister Erin (5 and a half years) after enjoying their end-of-year parties. 
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Only a short distance from home, Connor noticed a car coming up fast behind them and perceived that 
his sister was in danger on the shoulder of the side of the road. Connor moved from the safe grassed 
area towards his sister and pushed or threw her out of the path of the car, only to be hit himself by the 
car. Whilst Erin was injured with concussion and possibly loss of consciousness, lots of grazes, bruises 
and a few lacerations, on seeing Connor's serious injuries , she got up and ran home to get help. On 
entering the house she sought assistance from her elder brothers Liam (14 years) and Sean (13 
years). They stayed with Erin and rendered comfort and first aid. They maintained a calm and clear 
head and demonstrated skills beyond their Scouting badge levels in extraordinary circumstances. 
Connor sustained serious life-threatening injuries and was flown to the Royal Children's Hospital and 
as a result of his brave and heroic Connor was the of a small number of recipients of the Bronze Cross 
in Australia which is the highest level of the Gallantry awards.

The Citation says that he has "maintained to all a cheerful co-operative spirit 
which has been an example who have come in contact with him". This young man, has throughout his 
life , suffered tremendously from a physical disablement which he has borne with exemplary courage 
and fortitude.

Reginald and his two teenage sons tackled the armed man and grabbed 
the hand holding the gun and brought the offender to the ground. The offender produced a knife and 
this too was overpowered. He was held until the police attended and an arrest was made. The 
apprehension was courageous and heroic in the life- threatening situation of not knowing the gun was 
real or that the offender was armed with a knife. These circumstances makes Reginald Whiteford a 
worthy recipient of this award.
